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COURSE SYLLABUS

PRINCIPLES OF FLORAL DESIGN

Floral Design is a year- long course that prepares students to enter the floral industry.  Students will design and arrange flowers, learn to identify flowers and interior foliage plants, create specialty floral items and develop knowledge of sound business management practices and careers in the floral industry. Students will have the opportunity to test for the Level 1 Texas State Floral Association Certification.

Floral design is an interesting and challenging career opportunity and art form that is becoming more important to the healthy lifestyle of many people.  There are many jobs available in this industry for people who are willing to work hard and express their creative abilities through flowers and foliage plants.  

The following topics will be taught in this class.  The presentation of this material may be in lecture form, video or other electronic media presentations, textbook work, curriculum worksheets, class discussion, visual observation or demonstration and hands-on experiences

· The employability characteristics of a successful worker in the modern workplace.

· The history of floral design

· Flower and foliage plant identification

· Preparing floral arrangements using fresh products and permanent floral botanicals
· Interiorscaping with foliage plants

· Utilizing safe tools and equipment handling techniques

Materials and Supplies Needed for Floral Design

Grading System

While grades are not the only indication of the amount of learning that has taken place; they are an effective measurement tool and are necessary to evaluate student progress.  During this semester there will be many grades taken in this class.  These grades will be based upon student creativity and ingenuity, daily classroom work, written and practical tests, and floral arrangement techniques.  The specific grading components of this class will be determined on a weighted average basis with specific categories that relate to this class.

Class participation grades will be based on the following scale.

Student exhibits on-task behavior and attitudes entirety of class period – 90 to 100
Student exhibits on-task behavior and attitudes majority of class period – 80 to 89

Student occasionally exhibits off-task behaviors and attitudes – 70 to 79

Student regularly exhibits off-task behaviors and attitudes – 60 to 69

Student does not participate – less than 59

Make-up and late work

It is the responsibility of the student to obtain all make-up work assignments from the teacher.  Any labs missed because of absence or ISS may be completed within a three-day period if the fresh flowers and other products are available.  In the event that the floral product is not available, an alternate assignment may be completed.  All school policies regarding make-up and late work will be followed.  All make-up or late work not completed within the required time period will receive a zero grade.

Tutorials

Tutorials (if needed) will be offered on Tuesday and/or Wednesday morning every week from 8:00 a.m. to 8:30 a.m.  Students who cannot attend during these times may request a special arrangement for tutorials, if completed in a timely manner.
Level 1 Student Floral Certification

The Texas State Floral Association sponsors a high school student certification program that allows students to attempt to obtain a professional certificate of competency in the floral industry. This certification program is held annually in the Spring Semester and consists of a written test over the curriculum of this course as well as construction of a fresh floral arrangement and boutonniere. Students are strongly encouraged to obtain this certification that is recognized throughout the floral industry in Texas which enhances employability in the industry.

All Agriculture Science students are strongly encouraged to join FFA and become active.  FFA is an extracurricular club for students enrolled in an Ag classes.  Participation can include elected offices, monthly meetings, community service activities, organized social events, personal leadership development, career development, competitions, scholarships and livestock projects.  FFA is the largest youth-led student organization in the country and has been part of public schools since 1928. FFA dues are $20 and include membership at the local, District, Area, State and National levels.  Members receive a subscription to a bi-monthly national magazine, FFA New Horizons, and free year-themed t-shirt.

A curvilinear/oblong design


A rose vase


A homecoming mum or garter


A holiday design


A hand-tied bouquet

The collective value of the projects has a total retail value in excess of $200.00.  Your student will be receiving an educational experience packed with valuable skills as well as taking home “bargain” projects.

All lab fees must be paid no later than DATE so those lab projects may begin.  Please make checks payable to: ???.  If you cannot or choose to not pay the lab fee, a sponsor for your student may be secured.  However, the sponsor must be in agreement no later than DATE and you must understand that all floral projects, upon completion, will be delivered to the sponsor.  If neither of these options can be met, your student will be transferred to another elective.

In addition to completing the required lab projects for each individual student, the floral design students may also have the opportunity to design projects that will be available for the faculty, student body and parents.  These opportunities may include holidays, weddings, banquets and other special events.
